DECLARATIONS OF PECUNIARY AND NON-PECUNIARY INTERESTS – There were no declarations.

ELECTRICITY POLE AT COTNESS CORNER - Councillor Bray informed the meeting that Northern Powergrid had agreed to enter into negotiations with the land owner to relocate the electricity pole at Cotness Corner.

WARD COUNCILLOR UPDATE - The meeting discussed the number of cyclists practising time trials on the narrow roads of the Parish and expressed concern that they may lead to a collision with a car.  The meeting also discussed continued dog fouling in the village.
Resolved – (i) To write to East Riding of Yorkshire Council and ask if the Parish Council’s concerns could be raised with local cycling clubs and (ii) to raise concerns over dog fouling to East Riding of Yorkshire Council’s Dog Wardens.

SIXPENNY WOOD / TREE PLANTING FUND - The Parish Council discussed the funding opportunity, but did not consider that there were any suitable sites in the Parish.

VETS PROMOTION - The Parish Council reviewed the draft design and quote for fridge magnets to promote the VETS scheme.

Resolved – That the Council would order 250 of the magnets to distributed to residents.

ALLOTMENT APPLICATION - Resolved – That an application received for an allotment plot should be approved.

REVIEW OF THE ALLOTMENT TENANCY AGREEMENT - Councillors reviewed the allotment tenancy agreement and noted that a number of permanent structures had been erected without the Parish Council’s approval, as required by the agreement.  Councillors also discussed the trail of tenants keeping poultry on their allotments and noted that there had been no complaints or issues during this period.

Resolved - (i) that a site visit would be arranged to consider whether any further action was required to deal with the structures and (ii) that the tenancy agreement would be amended to allow for a maximum of 12 poultry to be kept on the allotments.

OAK TREE, CHURCH CLOSE - The Clerk reported that East Riding of Yorkshire Council were due to trim the oak tree within the next 7 days.

LAXTON TASKFORCE SCHEDULE - Councillor Yarrow briefed the meeting on the taskforce walkabout and the works that East Riding of Yorkshire Council had agreed to undertake.  It was noted that there was also a dip on St Peters Lane and concern that a pipe underneath had collapsed.
Resolved - (i) That the taskforce schedule be received and progress monitored by the Council (ii) that the dip on St Peters Lane should be reported to East Riding of Yorkshire Council.

REVIEW OF THE BEACON LIGHTING - Councillors considered that the lighting of the Beacon to celebrate the Queens 90th Birthday had been a successful event enjoyed by many parishioners.  It was agreed that there were no changes required to the risk assessment.


Resolved - (i) to thank the local farmer for his assistance in constructing the beacon and (ii) to distribute the remaining commemorative medals at the June 2016 event.

UPDATE ON JUNE QUEEN’S 90th BIRTHDAY CELEBRATION - The Clerk reported that residents who would be affected by the proposed road closure had been asked to indicate that they had no objections as part of a formal application to East Riding of Yorkshire Council.

COMMUNITY LED PLANNING - HWRCC had requested the Parish Council to nominate two or three public events where they could set up a consultation stall to inform the development of the community led plan.

HIGHWAYS, DRAINS AND DYKES - The Council discussed the recent road closure due to a burst sewer and noted that this was the third issue since Christmas.  Yorkshire Water had recently removed sandbags from a drain following repeated requests from Councillor Collins.  The meeting discussed the ongoing issue with the smell from the sewer near Church Close and a dead Willow Tree dropping branches into a drain.
Resolved – (i) that the Clerk should write to Yorkshire Water requesting assurances on the state of the sewer system (ii) the Clerk should set up a site visit with ERYC, Ward Councillors and the IDB and (iii) the Clerk should contact Land Registry to identify the owner of the Willow Tree.
