ANNUAL BONFIRE NIGHT CELEBRATIONS – Representatives from Laxton Victory Hall Committee attended and outlined preparations for the annual bonfire night celebrations.  It was now a requirement of the insurer that a dedicated first aider should be present at the event, as well as additional fire-fighting equipment.  The committee requested the Parish Council to increase the annual grant to £400 to support what was the largest community event during the year.  The committee also provided an update on the Laxtonbury event.  All acts and refreshment provider had been confirmed.  Organisers had made arrangements for additional parking and were working with nearby residents over any noise concerns.    


Resolved – (i) that the Village Hall Committee should be commended on ensuring an enhanced approach to safety at the event (ii) that the Village Hall Committee would be invited to submit a grant application for £400 for 2017/18 and (iii) that pricing for Laxtonbury would be included in the community newsletter.
