This was causing damage to the verge, but also a safety risk, because dog walkers etc, would also use the drive to avoid oncoming traffic.  It was also reported that vehicles would drive over the grassed triangle, and concern was raised regarding a water main / hydrant below the surface.  It was agreed that these issues should be reported to East Riding of Yorkshire Council.
